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Executive Summary

1 Introduction

Dublin City Council proposes to establish a waste to energy facility to use household, commercial
and non-hazardous industrial waste as a source of electrical energy. The project is known as the
Dublin Waste to Energy Project and is part of the implementation of the integrated waste
management strategy for the Dublin Region as detailed within the current Bublin Region Waste
Management Plan.

As part of the Environmental iImpact Statement supporting the planning approval for the facility, a
number of site investigations have been carried out at the proposed site. These have included
soil, groundwater sampling and chemical analysis and gas monitering.

From this information Jacobs has undertaken a site investigation and risk assessment to identify
any potential pollutant linkages and risks associated with the site, that may occur during
construction and operation of the proposed development. The purpose of this document is to give
a succinet summary of the assessment process, findings and conclusions.

This fulfils condition 13 (e) of An Bord Pleanala decision 29S.EF2022 which states “Excavated
material shall be retained and reused on site only if it has been demonstrated following a
guantitative risk assessment that the material is not likely to cause risk to human health or the
diminution of the environmental guality of water or air in the area. A risk assessment report to
verify this and indicating the procedures and protocols adopted, certified by a suitably gqualified
parson, shalt be prepared and made available for public inspection at the offices of Dublin City
Council and in an office in the Ringsend/Pooibeg area prior to the completion of the site
development works.”
